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General Terms and Conditions 
 

 

 

 

 

 
1 .  Chi ldren/students must  be enro l led at  least  3  months before the des ired commencement  

date.  
 After  receipt  o f  the enrol lment form and conf irmat ion that  the school  wi l l  def in it ively  

admit  the student ,  the enro l lment fee wi l l  be charged .  The enro l lment  fee must  be pa id  
with in  2 weeks af ter  receipt  o f  the  invo ice,  otherwise  the enrol lment wi l l  be canceled .  The 
invoice for  the enro l lment  fee wi l l  be  canceled  i f  Art ic le  3 .2 appl ies .  

 
2.1  The order  o f  pr ior i ty  on any wait ing  l i st  wi l l  be based on  the date of  receipt  of  the  

regist rat ion  form.  
2.2  Enrol lment of  students  for  the  new school  year,  of  whom a s ib l ing  at tends  our  schoo l  pr ior  

to  the new school  year ,  wi l l  be given pr ior i ty  when dec id ing on  admiss ion .  The reg istrat ion  
form must  then be submitted before May 1,  pr ior  to  the new school  year .  After  that  date,  
only  the date o f  receipt  of  the  reg istrat ion  form counts .   

 
3 .1  The Board i s  u lt imately  responsib le  for  mainta in ing a  sat i s factory  level  o f  educat ion  at  our  

schoo ls.  F inal  admission  of  s tudents  is  subject  to  the approva l  o f  the Board.  
3.2  The Board reserves the r ight  at  a l l  t imes not  to  admit  a  student.  This  dec is ion of  the Board 

is  b ind ing.   
 
4 .1  Pr ik ichi  Pre-School  Group:   

Chi ldren  can be admitted  to  the Pr ik ich i  Pre-School  Group  as o f  the age of  2 years (up to 
4 years and 9 months) .  

4.2.   De Schakel  E lementary  School:  
Chi ldren  can be  admitted to  the E lementary  School  as of  the  age of  4  years .  Ch i ldren who 
turn 4 a fter  May 1 are  admitted in  the new s chool  year.  Ch i ldren who reach the age of  4 
in  August  or  September  can  be admitted  as  o f  the  f i r st  day  o f  school  o f  that  schoo l  year.  
Chi ldren can  be  admitted unt i l  June  1,  un less there i s  a  wa it ing l i st  for  a  group.   
Chi ldren aged 13  years and older  on October  1 of  the  school  year  wi l l  not  be admitted.  

 
5.1  Students who do  not  speak  Dutch can  on ly  be admitted  to  the Pr ik ichi  Pre-School  Group 

and group 1 o f  De Schakel  E lementary  School ,  in  pr incip le .  
5.2  When a  student  wants to  be admitted to  group 2  or  h igher o f  De Schakel  E lementary  School  

and does not  have su f f ic ient  act ive and  passive  command of  Dutch ,  Art ic le 3.2 app l ies.  
   
6 .1  The Board  reserves the r ight  to  attach  condi t ions  to  admiss ion  when th is  i s  in  the  in terest  

of  the  student  and/or the school .   
6.2  The d irector/school  pr incipa l/care  coord inator  are ent it led to  contact  the previous schoo l  

and/or to  have the student  take  a  level  test  to  determine the level .  
6.3  Parents/careg ivers  are a lways obl ig ated to  provide the school  wi th  fu l l  access  to  reports  

regarding  the student ,  issued by  the school  of  or ig in  and external  experts (ch i ld  
psycho log ist ,  ch i ld  psychiatr i st ,  specia l  educat ion expert ,  speech therapist ,  etc. )  and a l l  
matters that  can reasonably  be cons idered re levant.  
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7.1  In  certa in  s ituat ions,  a f ter  carefu l  eva luat io n of  the data,  the school  may decide to  grant  
temporary  admission based on  a  probat ionary  per iod d etermined by  the d i rector  and  
school  pr inc ipa l .  The parents  wi l l  be in formed hereof in  wr it ing.   

7.2  I f ,  a fter  the end  of  the  probat ionary  per iod,  the school  f inds that  the learning d if f icu lt ies  
and/or behavioral  problems have not  improved suf f ic ient ly ,  the school  wi l l  ask  the 
parents/caregivers ,  with  due d iscret ion,  to  have the student  cont inue h is  or  her  educat ion  
elsewhere.  The school  has  the r ight  to  make  th is  decis ion  in  a  uni la teral  and  b inding  
manner,  i f  necessary .   

 
8 .1  The school  does  not  o ffer  specia l  (pre -school ,  e lementary ,  secondary )  educat ion  and only  

works with  support  arrangements for  students  a t  schoo l  i f  they  f i t  with in  the poss ib i l i t ies  
and f rameworks o f  the school .  

8.2  When it  turns  out  that  a  student  has learn ing  d i ff icu lt ies  and/or  behavioral  p rob lems,  
which  cannot  be so lved  at  schoo l ,  the Board has the r ight  not  to  admit  th is  student  any 
longer .  Th is  app l ies for  example to  (very)  specia l  educat ional  needs,  such as  students with  
( severe)  learn ing  d i f f i cu lt ies or  ( severely )  maladjusted  students.  S tudents  who in  the 
Nether lands  only  receive educat iona l  assi stance at  a  school  for  specia l  ( e lementary ,  
secondary)  educat ion ,  or  for  whom there i s  a  speci f i c  support  arrangemen t  in  p lace at  
schoo l  are not  admit ted .   

 
9   A student  who i s  dereg istered  from school  (with  the except ion  of  emigrat ion)  wi l l  not  be  

re-admitted,  unless  the Board decides otherwise at  i t s  own d iscret ion .  The General  Terms 
and Condit ions  app ly  to  each renewed regist rat ion .  

 
10  The Board  reserves the r ight  to  revise the General  Terms and Condit ions  at  any  t ime.  In  

the event  o f  a  change,  the school  wi l l  announce th is  in  the newslet ter.  Parents/ careg ivers  
are  advised to read the Genera l  Terms and Cond it ions in  force at  the t ime of  enro l lment.  

 
11 .   The enrol lment  wi l l  be converted into formal  admiss ion  when al l  forms includ ing  

s ignatures as stated  on  the check l i st  have been received ,  and the school  has confi rmed 
the admission  in  wri t ing .   

 
12 .  The Board has at  a l l  t imes the r ight  to  remove a  student  from one of  the schools o f  

“St icht ing Onderwij s  Combin a” :   
 -   i f  fu l l  school  fees ( see below) ha ve not  been paid  in  fu l l  on  the f inal  payment date;  
 -   i f  parents/care givers  provide incorrect  informat ion  or  wi thho ld  relevant  informat ion ;  
 -  i f  the socia l -emotiona l  behavior  and/or  learning d i f f i cu lt ies of  the student  p lace a  

d isproport ionately  large  burden on the c lassroom t ime of  the group he  or  she i s  in .  I f  
i t  i s  reasonably  c lear  that  the gu idance of  th is  student  i s  at  the expense of  the 
educat ion and development of  the fe l low students ;   

 -   i f  the student  d isp lays misconduct .  The Management  dec ides a fter  consu ltat ion with  
the school  pr incipa l  that  a  student  can be suspended  for  a  maximum per iod  of  one 
week due to misconduct.  The Board and  the parents/care givers  o f  the student  are  
personal ly  in formed hereof  by  the d irector.  In  case o f  repeated misconduct ,  twice,  the 
Board wi l l  decide,  on  the advice of  the  Management ,  to  permanent ly  remove th is  
student  from school .  

In  a l l  cases  o f  remova l ,  no school  fees wi l l  be refunded.  
 
13  Any dereg istrat ion as o f  a  new school  year  must  be reported to the administ rat ive of f ice  

by  means  o f  the deregistrat ion form no later  than Ju ly  1  o f  a  part icu lar  schoo l  year .   
  
14  The protocol  Sa fe at  School  and the associated codes of  conduct  Soc ia l  Media,  ICT and 

underly ing  protocols (a lcoho l  and drugs,  etc. )  apply  to  a l l  students  who attend courses  
with in  our  foundat ion.  By  enrol l ing the student ,  the parents/careg ivers ,  a l so on  beha lf  o f  
their  ch i ldren/students up to the age of  18,  dec lare  that  they agree to the appl icab i l i ty  of  
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aforementioned  protocols and codes o f  conduct.  The protoco ls can  be found  on the 
website  of  the school .   

 
PRICE POLICY SCHOOL YEAR 2019 -  2020  

 
Pr ik ichi  Pre-School  Group and Schakel  E lementary  School  are pr ivate schoo l s.  The school  
fees are used to pay a l l  costs o f  the school ,  inc luding ,  but  not  l imited to housing,  
infrast ructur e,  sa lar ies and educat ional  resources.   

 
 The school  fees for  a  student  are made up of  severa l  components .  A student  receives an 

invoice with  the components  that  apply  to  h im/her .  
 
 The Board reserves  the r ight  to  adjust  the  school  rates  dur ing  the school  year,  i f  the  

f inanc ia l  s i tuat ion of  the school  so requires .  
 
 Enrol lment fee  
 For  a  new student  who is  reg istered for  schoo l ,  the  enro l lment  fee must  be  paid  with in  

two weeks af ter  the foundat ion so  requests .  I f  the  enro l lment  fee  i s  not  received  before  
the f inal  payment date,  the enro l lment wi l l  be  canceled .  In  case o f  a  wa it ing l i st ,  a  new 
enrol lment form wi l l  then have to be submit ted.  A refund of  the enro l lment  fee i s  on ly  
poss ib le in  case o f  demonstrab le  force  majeure.  The Board decides whether  there are va l id  
reasons for  th is.  Th is  except ion c lause on ly  app l ies for  a  per iod of  three months a fter  the 
start  of  the new school  year  on August  1.  

 
Infrastructure contr ibut ion  
Th is  amount was  charged per  student  once in  the school  y ear  2017-2018 and ,  as o f  school  
year  2018 -2019 onwards ,  wi l l  be charged  for  each new incoming student .  This  contr ibut ion  
has been and wi l l  be used to improve the in frastructure o f  the school .  I f  a  student  leaves 
the foundat ion,  th is  contr ibut ion  wi l l  be re funded nomina l ly .  

 
 School  year  rate per  type of  educat ion  
 Each school  year ,  a  f i xed school  year  rate  i s  charged per  type of  educat ion.   
 As regards  Pr ik ich i  Pre-School  Group,  there i s  a  d i fferent iat ion in  the school  year  rate 

based on the number o f  sessions.    
 The student  who has been  reg istered for  the type of  educat ion  De Schakel  E lementary  

School  or  Schakel  Co l lege receives a  d is count  on the school  year  rate ,  provided  that  the 
parents/care givers  meet  the condit ions  in  accordance with  the school  fees d iscount  
check l i st  ( see annex  to  these Genera l  Terms and Cond it ions.  In  addit ion,  th is  annex  can be 
obtained  at  the  admin istrat i ve  o ff ice of  the school  and can be found  on  the website) .   

 
 

Calcu lat ion of  the school  year  rate when enter ing or  leav ing school  dur ing a  schoo l  year  
 The school  year  i s  subd ivided into 11 months (August  15 through Ju ly  15) .  Students  who 

enter  during the school  year ,  and for  whom no place has been reserved  pay 1/11 part  o f  
the  school  fees  per  number  o f  months  (ca lendar months)  of  educat ion received.  I f  a  
student  attends school  a  few days in  one calendar month,  th is  part  i s  rounded up  to  a  fu l l  
month.  

 Students  who enter  dur ing the school  year ,  and  for  whom a p lace has been  reserved pay 
the fu l l  school  fees .  

 Students  who have conf irmed in  writ ing to  the Management pr ior  to  the new school  year  
(before August  1,  2019)  that  they wi l l  leave school  in  the inter im dur ing the school  year  
wi l l  pay :  

 -   3  months ’  school  fees when leaving  before November 15,  2021;   
 -   6  months ’  school  fees when leaving  before February  1,  2022;  
 -   the fu l l  annua l  fees when leaving  on or  a fter  February  1,  2022.   
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 In  the event  o f  unexpected ly  leaving  school  dur ing the school  year,  no refund of  schoo l  
fees i s  poss ib le .  The school  fees remain fu l ly  col lectab le ,  even i f  the invo ice has not  yet  
been pa id  in  fu l l  at  that  t ime.  

 
 Opt ional  components  
 De Schakel  E lementary  School:  T ime 2  Play .  
  
 Level  t est  
 I t  i s  poss ib le that  the school ,  based on  the data provided by the parents/ careg ivers ,  wants 

the registered student  to  take a  level  test  at  the expense of  the parents/ caregivers .  I f  a  
student  i s  admitted to  schoo l ,  the costs o f  the level  test  wi l l  be deducted from the 
enrol lment fee.  I f  the school  g ives a  negat ive advice based on the resu lt s  o f  the test ,  or  i f  
the parents/careg ivers  dec ide not  to  enro l l  the ir  ch i ld ,  these costs wi l l  not  be refunded.   

 
 Payment o f  schoo l  fees in  insta l lments:  
 In  pr inc ip le,  the school  fees are col lectable  immediately  a fter  enro l lment and must  be pa id  

in  fu l l  before August  1,  2021.  With the except ion of  the  opt iona l  components ,  the school  
of fers the possib i l i ty  to  pay the school  fees in  5 or  8  insta l lments.   
For  each  new school  year,  the parents/careg ivers  wi l l  receive an invoice by  e -mai l  before 
August  1.  Th is  e -mai l  invo ice must  be considered an or ig inal  invoice;  a  hard -copy wi l l  be 
issued  once upon request .  

 
 Payment in  5 insta l lments :  I f  the school  fees  are not  paid  in  fu l l  before August  1 ,  2019,  

AWG 150.00 admin istrat i ve  costs  wi l l  be  charged per  fami ly  once,  and  the school  fees  can 
be pa id  in  5 equal  insta l lments per  month .  The 5 insta l lments must  be received by the 
school  before the f i r st  day of  each ca lendar month dur ing the months  of  August  through 
December.  

 Payment in  8 insta l lments :  I f  the school  fees  are not  paid  in  fu l l  before August  1 ,  2019,  
AWG 240.00 admin istrat i ve  costs  wi l l  be  charged per  fami ly  once,  and  the school  fees  can 
be pa id  in  8 equal  insta l lments per  month.  The 8 insta l lments must  be received by the 
school  before the f i r st  day of  each ca lendar month dur ing the months  of  August  through 
March.  

 
 Invoices  for  opt ional  components  or  the book fee s cannot  be paid  in  insta l lments .   
 
 The insta l lments  are  due in  fu l l  and  do  not  require addi t ional  invo ic ing  by  the foundat ion 

or  the send ing o f  ba lance statements .  
  
 Overdue instal lments:  
 I f  the term for  an insta l lment  has  expi red,  no separate  not ice  o f  defau lt  wi l l  be  sent .  Late  

payment wi l l  resul t  in  an add it iona l  amount  o f  100.00,  i .e.  on top  of  aforementioned 
amounts o f  AWG 150.00  or  AWG 240,00 in  respect  o f  administ rat ive costs,  be ing  charged 
per  student  for  each insta l lment and per  each f i rst  day of  a  ca lendar month.  

 
 In  the event  that ,  a fter  the exp irat ion  of  the 60 -day per iod ,  no payment has been received,  

i t  is  the pol icy  o f  the  school  to  cons ider  suspending  the student(s )  for  th is  reason and/or  
to  take other  appropriate measures.  I t  i s  a l so the po l icy  that  the next  report  card and/or 
other  re levant  documents  wi l l  not  be i ssued.   

 
 I f ,  af ter  the expi rat ion  of  60 days a fter  each f ina l  payment date o f  the  part ia l  invo ice ,  the  

amount has not  yet  been pai d,  i t  i s  a l so pol icy  that  a  co l lect ion procedure is  in i t ia ted .  15% 
extrajudic ia l  costs wi l l  then be charged in  respect  o f  the outstand ing amount ,  and,  when  
conduct ing lega l  proceedings,  a n o rder  to  pay  legal  costs wi l l  be c la imed as  wel l .
